CDl is partnering with local Soil and Water Conservation Districts (SWCD) to foster the higher
education endeavors of lowa students interested in conservation and agriculture by offering
scholarships. lowa High School Class of 2021 students pursuing programs of study in any field
of conservation or agriculture qualifies for the Conservation Scholarship. While this is a wide
field and many studies qualify, preference will be given to students pursing programs of study
in conservation. The scholarship must be used for the student’s first year of college education.

* Friday, March12,2021: Thelocal SWCD chooses a county application to forward on to
their CDI Regional Director.

» Friday, March 26, 2021: The CDI Regional Director chooses aregional applicationto
forward on for consideration at the state level.

= Friday, April 9, 2021: Ajudging team of CDI Officers, Regional Directors & Alternates
then make the final selections. There are nine CDI regions.

» Tuesday,May7,2021:CDlwillthenalertthe local SWCD offices withwinning
applicants. Local SWCD officeswillinturnnotifythe student, school & localmedia.

Awards

After final selections, the top three scholarships will be awarded at the state level in the
amounts of $3000, $2000 and $1000. Winners from the remaining six regions will each
receive $500. First, second and third place awards will be paid directly to the applicant’s school
of choice in two equal installments, one upon enrollment at the beginning of the year and the
second at midterm. The six other scholarships will be paid directly to the students.
